Healthy Kids Community Care

Healthy Kids Community Caiie a school based health clinic that is an extension of traditional health services offered in the lowa C
Community Sobol District. The clinic is open to students in the school district whondtteout access to affordable health cargsuch as
no insurance or a high deductibl@he goal of the clinic is to keep students healthy so that they will be successful in Sidimalinic is
staffed by a Nurse Practitioner, University of lowa Pediatrician and Child Psychiatrist. The clinic is funded primiitiéd by/dy and

an endowment fund established by Mercy lowa City. Many community agencies and organizations préindesiervices.To receive
health care at the schodiased health clinicstudents under the age df8 must havea completed consent form signed lay
parent/guardian There is no charge faervices but donations are appreciated.

In 201213, the clinic provided a variety of services to 324 children in 558 visits. Of these 324 children, 69% had no heaitieinsura
The primary types of services provided in the clinic include well child exampaptieipation athletic physical$mmunizations,
diagnosis and treatment of illnessrays, blood work, health education, prescriptions for medications, referrals for specialty care,
including mental health care, assistance accessing health insurance and establishing care with a paittzogre provider. Dental
referrals were made for 94 children. ChRdychiatrisevaluations were provided to 30 children. Vision exams were provided to 31
children.

ICCSD Wellness Committee

The lowa City Community School District Wellness Commiteabership isomprised of school staff, parents, citizens, health care
professionals, and representatives from community and county agencies with an interest and expertise in health and nthigion.

Committee was originally known as the Nutrition T&skce, which began meeting in 2002. The DisDicector of Health and Student
Serviceghairs the Committee. A primary charge to the Wellness Committee was to develop the school district's local Wellness Pg
which was approved by the School Boardity of 2006

The purpose of this policy is to provide direction to the school system for promoting student wellness through healthosqydgtsical
activity, and the selection of nourishing foods and beverages and to fulfill the requirements of Pawli08265, Section 204, June 30,
2004, Child Nutrition and WIC Reauthorization Act of 2004. The Committee will oversee implementation and evolution afyhe Pol
reporting progress to the lowa City Community School Board at least annually.

The Wellrss Committee is also involved in other district and community activities to promote healthy behaviors and lifestyles. The
Committee works with parent groups, student groups, and district staff, providing expertise, feedback, education, and radatione
for activities and projects that are related to the health and wding of students and staff. The Committee's primary focus includes t
three areas that are addressed in the District Wellness Policy:
